It is very easy to reach Jurmala, as the city is located only 25 km from the capital of Latvia - Riga. You can go by train, by minibus, by taxi or rent a car.  
The suburban trains depart from Riga Central Station almost every 30 minutes and are called "Riga - Dubulti", "Riga - Sloka", "Riga - Ķemeri" and "Riga - Tukums". The tickets cost appr. 0.50 - 0.85 Ls.
The minibuses departure from the Central minibus station opposite Riga Central Station. Jurmala minibuses are going in the directions of Jaunķemeri, Sloka and Dubulti. The tickets cost 0.50 - 0.85 Ls and are obtained by the driver. It is better to ask the driver to stop well in advance!

External lecturer from national Interreg-secreteriat in Latvia, (alt. in Rostock)
The non-agreement on the financial perspective 2007-2013 at the EU Summit on 16-17 June meant that basic preconditions for the future transnational cooperation will remain uncertain for at least the coming six months. The almost fivehold increase in financing proposed by the Commission has already been cut down to the current level, 1,4 bn Euro, and will probably not be increased when negotiations are resumed. This may entail some rethinking on the Commission’s part concerning the proposed strong focus on four priority themes and bigger structuring projects.
