Ms Sundell brought up the question of chairmanship for TransCom. Since the City of Göteborg will have been chairing the commission for 5 years in 2005, it would be time for the chairmanship to rotate. New ideas and new angles of approaches would be fruitful for the work. During the Annual meeting in Gdynia 2005 the aim for the City of Göteborg is therefore to resign from the chair. During the autumn a formal letter will go out to all member cities to ask who would be interested in taking over the chairmanship. Hopefully this will lead to the finding of a new chair to be presented at the Annual meeting 2005.
