A big success for me was that I got a place in Tartu Tamme Gymnasium’s 10.b class. I’m pleased that all my work didn’t get lost and I got into a better school to have a better education. The neatest thing is that the 10.b class has a inclination for nature and from the 8th grade I had known that I want to study biology. I thought that I had to wait until university to learn biology but luckily I can learn my favorite subject already in secondary school. In the point of social success I have been a good communicator for the past years. I have to admit I didn’t know how to get closer to other people or how to let other people close to me. I was for 14 years the only child in the family and I had some good friends but most of the time I was really shy and sometimes even aggressive. After my family moved, not far away, things changed towards to success: I learned how to fit in in a new environment.
