Travel Information
The Turku airport Turku Airport  is an international airport approximately 7 kilometers north of Turku city centre. Taxi to the city centre costs about 25€. City buses run frequently between the airport and city centre, from early morning until late evening (fare 2,50€). Airport Bus number 1 from Turku airport to the centre
Flights are operated to Finland by about 30 international airlines from all parts of Europe. Traffic to and from Turku is operated by Finnair, SAS/Blue1 and Wizz Air. SAS/Blue1 has three daily flights from Copenhagen and six from Stockholm to Turku. 

The flight time to Turku is 1 hour 35 minutes from Copenhagen and 45 minutes from Stockholm.

Wizz Air flies three times a week from Turku to Gdansk, Poland. From Gdansk there are connections e.g. to Oslo and Hamburg. Flight time to Gdansk is 1 hour 15 minutes.

On July 2009, airBaltic will start direct flights four times a week from Turku Airport to Riga, Latvia. 

From Riga there are excellent connections to major cities in Europe.


Turku may also be reached from the Helsinki-Vantaa airport by a regular coach connection operated by Airbus, which takes about 2½ hours. For timetables and fares, see Matkahuolto.fi. There are also frequent train connections from Helsinki which take about 2 hours to Turku, see Finnish Railways. Citybus from the Helsinki-Vantaa airport to the Helsinki Train Station runs frequently
Turku can also be reached by ferry boats (Viking Line, Tallink Silja) which bring you comfortably from Stockholm (Sweden) to Turku. The harbour is approx. 3,5 km from the city centre, and city buses operate frequently between the harbour and city centre (fare 2,50€). 

From the Baltic countries, ferries operate between Tallinn (Estonia) and Helsinki. For timetables and fares, see Viking Line and Tallink Silja, and for bus connections see Matkahuolto.fi.
