The ”Give and Take” project



Re-active and pro-active
The Re-active security work 
focuses on acting on the crisis –
to mobilize when the crisis 
allready has occurred.

An extended way of Re-active 
security work could be finding 
alternative free time occupations 
for youngsters and young adults 
in order to prevent social 
disturbances or riots.

A Pro-active security work does 
not focus on the fact that the 
riot occurs.                    
It focuses on why the riot 
occurs.

The lowest common denominator of 
young peoples frustration arises 
from unemployment, alienation and 
an unsuccessful integration. 
That’s why Pro-active security 
work must focus on these issues.

The Municipallity of Botkyrka will during 
2011 commence a Security Guard education, 
free of charge, for all interested 
unemployed men and women registered within 
the municipallity. Some of the topics will 
focus on social economical vulnerability, 
intercultural experiences and moral and 
ethical issues.
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
