Practical information:

Costs: We kindly ask you to take care of your travel and accommodation costs. All meals, local transportation during the meeting events and seminar or meeting materials will be provided to all participants.

Participants: civil servant or youth worker and youth representative (max 2 from each city).
Homework: Preparing for the good experience fairs:

Fair 1 – Every city should make a presentation on a big sheet of paper about youth work structure in their city. This should be done before the meeting starts in Gdynia.
Fair 2 – Please, start to collect good ideas, practice and projects on the topic of Intergenerational Dialogue and Tolerance in your city. We will get back to you later in September and clarify in which format you should present this.
Hotel we are suggesting: Orbis Gdynia Hotel - which is situated in the city center, just a short walk from the beach, the Seaside Boulevard - the most popular walking area in Gdynia, the marina and Gdynia City Hall. Single room - price with breakfast - 218 PLN (approx. 55 EUR)

Recommendations for travelling to Gdynia: 
1) By plane: the nearest airport is in nearby Gdansk (Rebiechowo - Gdansk Lech Walesa Airport), 25 kilometers from the city center. You can fly directly to Gdansk from many cities. Once you get to Gdansk Rebiechowo Airport you can take bus no. 510 which goes to Gdynia Glowna Station (last stop) or take a taxi to the Orbis Gdynia Hotel. The City PLUS Neptun Taxi is a recommended company, which has the right to serve the airport. The cost of taxi amounts to 120 PLN (approx. 30 EUR).
 
2) By sea: you can reach Gdynia by ferry directly from:
- Sweden (Karlskrona), ferry operated by Stena Line
- Germany (Rostock), ferry operated by Finnlines
- Finland (Helsinki), ferry operated by Finnlines
The cost of taxi from the ferry terminal to the Orbis Gdynia Hotel amounts approx. to 30 PLN (7 EUR).
