Research report
UBC Commission on transportation survey on subjects of interest

The research was carried out between June and September 2011. The purpose was to find out which topics gain most interest among UBC members. Moreover, respondents were supposed to note the level of knowledge on each topics. 21 cities took part in the survey. 
The questionnaire consisted of 52 closed-ended questions. In order to answer, respondents were asked to select chosen answer by ticking the box placed over four grade scale describing the level of interest/knowledge (high, average, little, none). In order to analyze the result each grade on the scale got its own amount of points as followed :
-high – 3 points

-average – 2 points

-little – 1 point

-none – 0 points

The total amount of points that each subject could gain was 63. The average amount of points was 38 points in case of the interest and 29 points in case of the knowledge.

The first question was supposed to check the level of interest in subjects concerning particular areas (local, regional, national, Baltic, European).
We can notice the correlation - the smaller area the higher level of interest is.

Below you can see the list of topics that achieved lowest results in terms of knowledge. The valuation of knowledge level considering each topic was specified by the respondents themselves, that is why this data should be treated as subjective.

Topics with high level of interest and, at the same time, relatively low level of knowledge reported
Among all topics that achieved high level of interest (placed above the average on the scale), we have chosen those with low level of declared knowledge. In the same time, the level of knowledge was specified by respondents, according to this, the data should be treated as subjective.
The result of comparing the level of interest and the level of knowledge is presented as a difference of points. As the most significant were chosen those which achieved the highest difference. The maximum difference recorded was 20, the average was 10, minimum – 1
