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SOCIAL CHARTER - from a Resolution to a Working Programme

The VI UBC General Conference in Rostock unanimously adopted the UBC Social Charter. This is the first time UBC adopts a charter with the intention to set a standard for all UBC Member Cities. Most important is now that all relevant stakeholders of our cities endorse the Charter and encourage them to work with it .

To reach this aim we prepared a strategy and a network plan were prepared. A time table proposed by the Commission's Secretariat organises all phases planned for the period 2002-2003: Phase No. 1 – Planning, Phase No. 2 - Network Building, Phase No. 3 - Situation Analysis, Phase No. 4 - Elaboration of Guidelines, Catalogues of Indicators and Catalogue of Measures. These documents will be introduced to the Presidency, the Executive Board, the Commissions and Networks during the 34 Executive Board Meeting 7-8 June 2002 in Viljandi.
