BUSTRIP project
12 cities (Bremen, Gdynia, Göteborg, Kaunas, Kouvola Region, Liepaja, Pärnu, Sundsvall, Tartu, Turku, Vilnius, Örebro) from the Baltic Sea Region received co-financing from the European Regional Development Fund for the realisation of BUSTRIP (Baltic Urban Sustainable Transport Implementation and Planning) project. The project objective is to provide practical solutions and tools for European cities and municipalities to deliver sustainable urban transport and thus improve the state of the urban environment, reduce urban sprawl, traffic and pollution.
The 12 cities taking part in the project are the first ones in Europe to prepare and implement Sustainable Urban Transport Plans (SUTPs) which are advocated in the European Commission’s Thematic Strategy on the Urban Environment (6th Environmental Action Plan). The project partners will learn how to introduce sustainable transport at the same time generating economic growth. 

Each project partner will receive a peer review which will assist them in understanding their current progress towards sustainable urban transport. BUSTRIP will produce a toolbox 
of techniques including experiences and best practices of cities.

The project is coordinated by UBC Commission on Environment Secretariat. Two other core partners are the UBC Commission on Transportation and Chalmers University of Technology in Gothenburg. The main partners form Project’s Steering Group. The project duration is July 2005 – December 2007.
