JYVÄSKYLÄ LIVE MUSIC ASSOCIATION – JELMU RY

· Jelmu is a non-profit organisation that organises independent music and other cultural activities for young people – including rock concerts and 20 training spaces for local bands.

· The association runs the Tanssisali Lutakko building where up to 140 concerts and other events are organised each year, 90 % of these are open to under 18 yer olds.

· 40 000 visitors in a city of 80 000 inhabitants.

· The association has over 2 700 members, 5 employees support the work of more than 100 volunteers.

· Jelmu has national visibility; it is regarded as the nation’s best rock club, and brings concertgoers from all over Finland, and has launched a number of national bands.

· The association is often the only thing that young people in Finland know about Jyväskylä, thus supporting the city image nationally.

The 2008 prize award winner has absolutely fulfilled the criteria for the award. Many years of high quality and innovative work justifies the award of “New Footsteps of Youth Culture” to Jyväskylä Live Music Association – JELMU ry.
