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INTRODUCTION
Almost every day we get stuck in traffic jams. We spend money on fuel. Our cars move very slowly towards the traffic lights, and we get no chance to drive continually in our journeys. In rush hours there is no way of avoiding congestion. We hopelessly look for quicker routes to our destination. On top of all this other people’s bad driving  can cause us much stress. Who hasn’t experienced such situations?

In order to reduce our stress and at the same time the exhaust fumes emission – let’s try for at least one day a year to leave our cars in the garage. The World Car-Free Day is held annually on 22nd September. On this occasion we encourage all the people travelling to and from their workplaces to use any other means of transport – public transport, bicycles and first of all their feet  - which keeps us in good condition! 

Following great interest in “Car-Free Day” Grant Competition, the Commission on Transportation has decided to announce its second edition. The UBC Commission on Transportation will award one project which:
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raises awareness of the local communities about transport issues

encourages as many inhabitants as possible to use alternative modes of transport 

promotes sustainable urban mobility 

GRANT APPLICATION PROCEDURE
1. Eligibility

The “Car-Free Day” grant competition is addressed exclusively to UBC member cities. 
Only municipalities are eligible to enter the competition. NGOs and other institutions willing to apply for a grant are obliged to submit their application form by the agency 
of a municipality.  The cities that were awarded grant in the first edition of the “Car-Free Day” competition are not allowed to take part in the second edition of this competition. 
2. Project scope
   
   The UBC Commission on Transportation will award a project complying 
   with one or more of the above mentioned priorities. The project should 
   be original and involve possibly many inhabitants of all age groups. 
3. Realisation period
The “Car-Free Day” grant will be awarded to a UBC member city
for a project realised on 22nd  September 2009. This year 22nd September falls on Tuesday and we are aware that the best time for organisation of the event of this kind is a weekend. Therefore the Commission on Transportation will also accept projects that will be organised during the weekends 19-20th September or 26-27th September.

4. Grant

The Commission on Transportation will choose and award the most interesting project which meets the above mentioned conditions. The winner will receive 1,500 euro.  
Please note that the realisation of the project must not be conditioned upon receiving 
a “Car-Free Day” grant, which means that applicants are obliged to carry out the action/initiative even if they fail to receive the above mentioned grant.
5. UBC Promotion

The city which will be awarded a “Car-Free Day” grant is obliged to use the UBC logo in all publicity materials (press briefings, promotional materials, posters and web sites). The logo should always be accompanied by the following by-line: ”co-financed by the UBC Commission on Transportation”.
6. How to enter the competition

UBC members wishing to apply for a “Car-Free Day” grant should fill in the enclosed application form and send it to the UBC Commission on Transportation Secretariat by 
e-mail (ubctransport@gdynia.pl) or fax: (+48 58 621 86 20).


7. Submission deadline

The completed application forms should be submitted by 4th September 2009 at the latest.
ASSESSEMENT OF APPLICATIONS
1. Project assessment criteria
The Commission on Transportation will check if the project has been submitted 
within the deadline by an eligible applicant and if it complies with the priorities 
of the “Car-Free Day” grant competition. Then it will assess the quality 
of the project’s content.

2. Announcement of results
The Decision of the UBC Commission on Transportation will have been announced 
by 14th September. The municipalities taking part in the competition will be informed about the results by e-mail and the grant awarded will be transferred to the indicated bank account on receiving an invoice.
REPORT
Municipality awarded a “Car-Free Day” grant is obliged to submit a report within 
30 days from the project completion date. It should be written on a special form which will be attached to the announcement of results.
The report should contain:

· a detailed description of project realisation

· a photographic portfolio (preferably digital photos)

· press cuttings (if available)

· financial documentation (copies of invoices showing what the grant has been spent on)
