INTRODUCTION

Road traffic crashes are one of the world’s largest public health and injury prevention problems. In every crash and fatality statistic, 16 - 24-year-old drivers are greatly over-represented.  They pose a greater risk to themselves, their passengers and to other road users than other drivers do. Young driver crashes differ from those of more experienced drivers, in that they happen at night, are often single vehicle crashes (with no other vehicles involved), frequently as a result of “loss of control” and high speed. Even alcohol consumption in low quantities has a greater impact on youngsters than on experienced drivers
.

Being aware of the problem, the Commission on Transportation has decided to announce a grant competition for UBC member cities. The Commission will choose the best project which should comply with one or more of the below mentioned priorities:
introduce measures aimed at increasing safety of inexperienced, young drivers
introduce measures aiming at increasing the amount of driving experience before the 
            novice drivers start their solo driving
make young drivers more aware of the dangers of alcohol and drugs behind the wheel
include information campaigns that raise awareness of the young people as regards 

the rules of safe driving

GRANT APPLICATION PROCEDURE

1. Eligibility


The “Road Safety Competition 2010” is addressed to the non-governmental organisations in the UBC member cities. However, only one NGO from a given UBC city can participate in the competition. It is the City Hall/Council of a given UBC member city to decide which NGO will represent the city and thus participate in the competition. The chosen NGO will send its project proposal the City Hall/Council and the City Hall/Council will forward it to the UBC Commission on Transportation Secretariat. The project proposal must be submitted in English. 
2. Grant
The Commission on Transportation will award the best project which fulfills at least one of the above mentioned priorities. The best project will receive a grant of 2,000 euro. 
Please note that the realisation of the project must not be conditioned upon receiving 
a “Road Safety Competition” grant, which means that applicants are obliged to carry out the action/initiative even if they fail to receive the above mentioned grant. The grant will be awarded to the project realised between 1st November 2010 and 30th June 2011. 
3. UBC Promotion

The city which will be awarded a “Road Safety Competition” grant is obliged to use the UBC logo in all publicity materials (press briefings, promotional materials, posters and web sites). The logo should always be accompanied by the following by-line: ”co-financed by the UBC Commission on Transportation”.
4. How to enter the competition

UBC members wishing to apply for a “Road Safety Competition” grant should fill in the enclosed application form and send it to the UBC Commission on Transportation Secretariat by e-mail (ubctransport@gdynia.pl) or fax: (+48 58 668 82 10).

5. Submission deadline

The completed application forms should be submitted by 5th  October 2010 at the latest.
ASSESSMENT OF APPLICATIONS

1. Project assessment criteria
The Commission on Transportation will check if the project has been submitted within the deadline by an eligible applicant and if it complies with the priorities of the “Road Safety Competition”. Then it will assess the quality of the project’s content.

2. Announcement of results

The Decision of the UBC Commission on Transportation will be announced at the seminar What can we do to increase the road safety among children and young people?  to be held in Gdynia (Poland) on October 21-22, 2010.  Additionally, NGOs taking part in the competition will be notified of the results by e-mail and the awarded grant will be transferred on the receipt of an invoice issued by the City Hall/Council which will then forward the money to the awarded NGO.
REPORTS
NGO awarded a “Road Safety Competition” grant is obliged to submit a report within 30 days from the project completion date. It should be written on a special form which will be attached to the announcement of results.

The reports should contain:

· a detailed description of project realisation

· a photographic portfolio (preferably digital photos)

· press cuttings (if available)

· financial documentation (copies of invoices showing what the grant has been spent on)
