Fazz Club is literally a “cultural factory”. Over the last eight years, it has worked under the regular and constant piloting of its director Rodrigo Vacchi, devoting itself to the improvement and diffusion of culture, art, education. 
What we do: WOMA JAZZ FESTIVAL
Since 2003 Fazz Club has organised every year WOMA JAZZ,  the first and only all-female European Jazz Festival.

2. The most prestigious in Italy, exceptionally awarded with 3 medals by the President of Italian Republic Giorgio Napolitano in 2007, 2008, 2009.
3. An exclusive cultural, touristic and equal opportunities event, attracting every year a vast and wide-ranging audience.
4. Over the last seven years Woma Jazz has allowed hundreds of women musicians from all over Europe to meet and perform, executing exclusive concerts and creating new groups, projects and opportunities
5. Through Woma Jazz Fazz Club shoots for the improvement of female participation and visibility in the world of Jazz music and for the creation of new professional opportunities for women. 
6. Several Italian cities in the last years have given hospitality to the Festival, always with different international female groups, offering exclusive and prestigious concerts created especially for the festival.
What tell EUROPEAN GUIDELINE FUNDING 
MUST BE VERY CAREFUL 

1. Are less than 5% women in the music world, and are a high risk of extinction.

2. There are again many insidious sexual discrimination and stereotypical attitudes towards women in the music.

3. Music is a profession of total commitment and career in music is doubly difficult for women, so it is necessary to encourage and create opportunities.

4. Jazz began as a symbol against racial discrimination and equal opportunities, and today is also the voice of Equal Opportunities for Women !
Now Fazz Club is working for a DOUBLE new project: to extent the experience of Woma Jazz, in order to create an European “network of Towns” involved in the promotion of female-jazz culture, a “network of female-jazz Towns” that could become an important, established and essential reference point for the world of music and for the world of arts as well. 

According to the recent guidelines presented in Brussels during the 2010 Culture Infoday, Fazz Club is working at the concrete possibility to apply for European funding opportunities in the frame of the Culture Programme (2007-2013) in order to receive a financial support from European Commission for this 2 project regarding Women of the contemporary Jazz in Europe.

A)  – “WOMEN OF EUROPEAN JAZZ”                            (a serial documentary)

Objectives of the project
Between the policy objectives of the new European strand, important consideration is given to improve the operation of the “Woma Jazz” scheme and to increase the awareness of the Culture programme.

The project “Women of European Jazz” it works exactly along this policy objectives, for at least three reasons: 

1. To encourage exchanges of experience through the mobility of European professional and artists;

2. To promote the circulation of cultural works;

3. To promote intercultural dialogue.

· During the last eight editions of “Woma Jazz” Festival in Italy, Fazz Club has facilitate meetings between women in jazz music from Europe and all around the world; and it has produced and promoted training of multinational groups, and female jazz concerts, in exclusive preview, and singles. 
· Fazz Club, through “Woma Jazz” organization, have collected a great deal of documentary materials about Woma Jazz and about the role of women in jazz music, a single and priceless property documentary;

· It’s a Fazz Club commitment and a duty of the European Commission to advance and spread the female jazz culture and to allow so many people as possible to gain understanding of the important role of women in the world-wide jazz culture. 
· It’s a Fazz Club commitment and a duty of the European Commission, agree for the collection, arrangement and integration, with the aim to implement a serial documentary, supported by European funding opportunities “women of European jazz”, to give the chance to emerge to excellent but unknows artists and professionals too often facing the prejudice and the socio-economic conditions. 
How does it works
The proposal about the project for a documentary entitled “Women of European Jazz”. will be implemented:
Producing the documentary and through its distribution during the three years;

Telling life, art, and the territory of the women musicians involved in your country. The project of the documentary may take the form of series that include all key actors of the past performances (10-15 number of fix series) from the different experiences (2 modules each one of 4 series), with the objective to improve the potential of the past performances for innovation activities, following this kind of narrative structure (What does it tell us? How does it evolve? What kind of results want to tell us?). 
In this case, the form of participation we would ask you is, first of all, to allow us to film in your country the performances or to interview representative jazz musicians from your country, on behalf of your country, in order to integrate the documentary materials which are already in our possession and, secondly, to support and spread this documentary in your country. It would be our duty to provide all the technical equipment for the film recording (troupe, assistants, interviewer etc.). What we ask you is to help us to find and contact musicians from your country and to offer a suitable location for the film recording (for instance a recording studio, in the case we would film your musicians while they’re performing); 
Improving the touristic awareness of your town: our idea is to film and to interview your musicians not only while they’re performing, but also while they go sightseeing across you town, talking about their experience with jazz music, but also about artistic and touristic resources in your town. In this case we would ask you to offer suitable means of carrying (bus, trains etc). Jazz musicians from your country could become, in this way, touristic testimonials for your town;
Involving the following participants:

 1 Coordinator (Fazz Club);

3 Co-organiser at last, (3 towns from three EU member states), that will be involved one time during the three years;
During the spring/summer season every year;
Assuming the form of Multi-Annual documentary. We aim at organizing in cooperation with you a Multi-annual European documentary, a long-run and challenging project involving different European towns and a great deal of jazz musicians. For this purpose we are going to apply by the European Commission for a multi-annual support for three editions, which must take place between 1 May 2011 and 30 April 2014. A 3-years partnership agreement will be signed; it will be implemented by a specific agreement signed each to support one               edition of the documentary.
Commitments of the participants
Coming to a more detailed planning, for the project of serial documentary                     “Women of European Jazz” we plan that, if you choose to cooperate with us for this project, your economical participation should be the following:

EACH CITY CO-ORGANISER

 is asked to commit itself to offer and to support financially as follow:
1 - Host and provides services needed to shooting on the site in his hometown, once for 5 days in a period between spring and autumn:
a. to provide and pay of  travel and hospitality of our filming team (3 persons x 5 days) in the town where the documentary is hosted;
b. to provide and pay interpreter for 5 days (English and subtitle in EU member states languages);

c. assembly and post production (for at least 90 gg) in the three years; 
d. marketing and distribution on international network in the three years.

TOURISTIC OPPORTUNITIES
It is recommended that each City co-organiser of action to get interest in the spread and distribution of the serial documentary  “Women of European Jazz”  in their country, even for their own benefit, return visibility and notoriety.
EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES

The documentary will be made freely available to the participating cities, with the possibility for exhibition and dissemination for the purpose of education in all schools of the participating cities.
SUPPLEMENTARY REVENUE GENERATED BY THE PROJECT

The guidelines set by the European Union also include any revenue generated by the project:
• Revenue from “product placement” sponsoring in part or all of the documentary “Women of  European Jazz” will be governed by special agreements between estimates Fazz Club and the cities Co-organizer.

In case the "product placement sponsor" will be localized in a single city the revenue will be divided 50% Fazz Club and 50% to the single city co-organizer.

In case the "product placement sponsor" will cover total of the documentary, the revenue will be divided 90% Fazz Club and 10% to be divided between the cities Co-organizers.

· Combining the benefits of Culture, Entertainment, Equal opportunities, Tourism, and local economy in the involved Cities.
· To create a special dedicated new logo..."The Cities of Women of Jazz".
· Making press conference in every city.  
· Use experience and reputation of Woma Jazz. 
· To create concerts always new, always innovative projects, unique and exclusive. 
· To encourage and propose vacation packages involved and the general public and European transnational.
· To create press resonance all around Europe for innovation, originality and equal opportunity.
· To set up a path of development and investment in growth and time, cities, artists and audience and the collective consciousness.
· Encourage the jazz women still few, yet often overlooked, yet often unknown, yet often with fewer opportunities, take center stage, they become attractive, the general public and all the world of jazz, men and women.
How does it works
This second proposal about the creation of an European network of towns of the " Cities of Women of Jazz" will be implemented:

· Capitalizing on the Woma Jazz knowledge and experience It will be implemented through a special use of Woma Jazz Festival, involving at least 3 countries, during the spring/summer season, every year..

We aim at organizing in cooperation with you a European Festival of all-Female Jazz-music, located in one (or more than one) European town. For this purpose we are going to apply by the European Commission for a annual support for one edition of the Festival, which must take place between 1 May  2011 and 30 April 2012. The grant agreement has a duration of no more than 12 months and support only one edition of the festivals.
-  MULTIANNUAL FESTIVAL 

We aim at organizing in cooperation with you a Multi-annual European Festival of all-Female Jazz-music, a long-run and challenging project involving different European towns and a great deal of jazz musicians. For this purpose we are going to apply by the European Commission for a multi-annual support for three edition, which must take place between 1 May 2011 and 30 April 2014. A 3-years partnership agreement will be signed; it will be implemented by a specific agreement signed each to support one edition of the festival. 
If you are interested in the creation of the European network of "The Cities of Women of Jazz", either in the ONE YEAR form or in the MULTIANNUAL form Fazz Club offers you two different modalities to be involved in the project: 
1. HOSTING CO-ORGANIZER (at least 3 hosting countries): 
You can become co-organiser of the International Festival of all-Female Jazz-music by hosting the Festival in your town (in the frame of the One-Year Festival proposal or in the Multi-Annual).
It would mean for your town to take part into the International network of towns of "The Cities of Women of Jazz" and to play a starring role in it. Your town would become one of the international town of "The Cities of Women of Jazz" where musicians from different European countries come to perform together and to produce exclusive and absolutely original concerts. 
Since the International Festival of all-Female Jazz-music is a musical meeting which draws significantly the attention of media (radio, newspapers, television) – as our experience with the past eight editions of Woma Jazz shows –, to give hospitality to the Festival could be for Your town a great opportunity  to increase its cultural and touristic awareness. 
2. PROMOTER CO-ORGANISER (at least 6 promoter countries):

3. to provide hosting the 3 coordinators of FAZZ CLUB to direction and supervision for the 3 days of the festival, with travel expenditure, board and  lodging;
4. to set up and pay only technical service for 6 concert (inclusive of: A) Show-presenter, B) Stage of at least 5 meters for 6, C) Service sound and lighting, screen and video-projector, audio-video recording, photo service, D) Backstage for artists, E) Hostess and assistants; F) Open-air location for roughly 800/1.200 spectators every concert);  
5. to provide and set up educational (seminar/workshop: educational music) chaired by invited musicians and local professionals, also men, that will be chosen by the hosting town;

The guidelines set by the European Union also include any revenue generated by the project:

a. Revenue from any concert ticket will be distributed between the coordinator Fazz Club and co-organizers, cities Hosting and Promoter. Each city Hosting will split the revenue from hosting concerts, with its cities Promoter and coordinator Fazz Club in this percentages: 50% to the coordinator Fazz Club; 25% to the city Hosting, hosting concerts; 25% to be divided between the cities Promoter.

The multi-annual version is planned on a time period of 3 consecutive years and provides for a progressive increase from year to year:

a. the number of participating cities; 
b. the number of concerts produced;
c. growth of Self financing Cities, how below
Hosting for the City budget increase requested: 1st year budget: € 27.000, 2nd year: € 40.500; 3rd year: € 54,000;
Promoter for the City budget increase requested: 1st year: € 9.000: 2nd year: € 13.500; 3rd year: € 18.000;
d. Fazz Club requested budget increase, 1 year: € 33,000, 2nd year: € 49.500 the third year: € 66.000;
e. the increase in the amount of the sponsors will follow the same progression rate over 3 years (1st year 80,000, 2nd year 110,000; 3rd year 160,000, while the percentage breakdown among the participants will remain the same.
