promoting cycling as an everyday means of tranport
   UBC COMMISSION ON TRANSPORTATION GRANTS
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Cycling is not only a pleasant and healthy leisure activity. For short distances 
it is a fast, reliable, cost-effective and flexible means of transport that allows for door-to-door journey, which is especially important in today’s congested cities. Moreover, bikes are environmentally-friendly and bicycle parking does not require much space. So why not commute to work or run errands on your bike?
Unfortunately, many people still treat bicycle only as a tourist activity, not as a respected means 
of transport and many cities are far from being cycle-friendly. The UBC Commission on Transportation understands the importance of promoting cycling as an everyday means of transport and mainstreaming cycling culture. Therefore, the Commission has decided to announce “Bike to Work” grant competition for UBC member cities and award the initiatives aimed at promotion of cycling as an everyday means 
of transport that comply with one or more of the priorities below:


encouraging people to cycle to work, school and other places for example by attitude-changing campaigns and other incentives
improving cyclists’ safety and security: cycle lanes, cycle paths and signalised crossings; car speed reductions; bicycle theft prevention etc.

developing cycling infrastructure: cycle parking, cycle racks, cycle stands etc.

promoting intermodality – combination of cycling and public transport: improved cycle carriage facilities on trains, buses; bicycle sharing schemes; parking and service facilities at train, bus and subway stations etc. 
Rules of participation

1. Eligibility

The “Bike to Work – promoting cycling as an everyday means of transport” grant competition is addressed to the UBC member cities. Only municipalities are eligible to enter the competition. NGOs and other institutions willing to apply for a grant are obliged to submit their application forms by the agency of a municipality. Each UBC member may submit only one application. 

2. Grant
The Commission on Transportation will award the best project which fulfills at least one 
of the above mentioned priorities. The best project will receive a grant of 2,000 euro. Please note that the realisation of the project must not be conditioned upon receiving a “Bike to Work” grant, which means that applicants are obliged to carry out the action/initiative even if they fail to receive the above mentioned grant. The grant will be awarded to the project realised between 1st November 2010 and 30th September 2011. 

3. UBC Promotion

The city which will be awarded a “Bike to Work” grant is obliged to use the UBC logo in all publicity materials (press briefings, promotional materials, posters and web sites). The logo should always be accompanied by the following by-line: ”co-financed by the UBC Commission on Transportation”.

4. How to enter the competition

UBC members wishing to apply for a “Bike to Work” grant should fill in the enclosed application form and send it to the UBC Commission on Transportation Secretariat by e-mail (ubctransport@gdynia.pl) or fax: (+48 58 668 82 10).

5. Submission deadline

The completed application forms should be submitted by 13th December 2010 at the latest.
Assessment of applications

1. Project assessment criteria

The Commission on Transportation will check if the project has been submitted within the deadline by an eligible applicant and if it complies with the priorities of the “Bike to Work” competition. Then it will assess the quality of the project’s content.

2. Announcement of results

The Decision of the UBC Commission on Transportation will be announced on 20th December 2010.  Municipality taking part in the competition will be notified of the results by e-mail and the awarded grant will be transferred on the receipt of an invoice issued by the City Hall/Council. 
PLEASE NOTE:

If less than 3 applications are submitted to the competition, the grant will not be awarded.

REPORTS

Municipality awarded a “Bike to Work” grant is obliged to submit a report within 30 days from the project completion date. It should be written on a special form which will be attached to the announcement 
of results.

The reports should contain:

· a detailed description of project realisation


· a photographic portfolio (preferably digital photos)

· press cuttings (if available)

· financial documentation (copies of invoices showing what the grant has been spent on)
