URBAN NODES
The ongoing discussion upon development of the comprehensive network in urban nodes is inspiring to UBC cities located around the sea, cumulating numerous issues: air, land and sea routes.

It is obvious that the transport and logistic issues are of great concern to local authorities – in particular to cities.

In borderless Europe, the seamless transport is a key challenge – in terms of mobility of both people and freight and – on the other side – environmentally friendly technologies.

We can find in proposals, submitted to European considerations, the following patterns:  

- for passenger transport: interconnection between rail, air and, as appropriate, inland waterway, road and maritime infrastructure of the comprehensive network;

- for freight transport: interconnection between rail and, as appropriate, inland waterway, air, maritime and road infrastructure of the comprehensive network;

- adequate connection between different railway stations or airports of the comprehensive network within an urban node;

- seamless connection between the infrastructure of the comprehensive network and the infrastructure for regional and local traffic, including logistic consolidation and distribution centres;

- bypassing of urban areas for road transport to facilitate long-distance traffic flows on the comprehensive network;

- bypassing of urban areas for rail freight transport;

- promotion of efficient low-noise and low-carbon urban freight delivery.

Let us start considerations as the Union of the Baltic Cities - how to cope with the above mentioned challenges in our urban scale – within “urban nodes”.

The UBC Commission on Transportation is set up for providing opinions, taking account of all UBC cities – even the smallest ones.

Give us a chance to be co-authors of the best solutions.
