Jelgava Palace- former residence of Courland and Zemgale dukes, now- the house of Latvia University
of Agriculture. Jelgava Palace is the largest Baroque style palace in the Baltic states, the greatest

work of famous Russian court architect Bartolomeo Rastrelli and one of the few cultural monuments
remained in Jelgava.
