The Mielno commune is looking for new partnerships — a communes, a
twin towns. We are interested in student exchange programs, a
cooperation between associations, seniors, community centres, schools,
preschools and common acquisition of EU funds. Nowadays our commune
has five partners: two polish (Grédek nad Dunajcem and Ladek), two
german (Altenpleen commune, Schorfheide) and one Sweden (Bastad
commune).

The Mielno commune is situated on the coast of the Baltic Sea covering 25
km of the coastline. Mielno and its neighbourhood belong to the most
attractive regions on the Polish Coast, both because of its tourism and
natural environment values.
