9.00 Town hall, greetings from the Mayor Torbjörn Karlsson.  Commission meeting, coffee-break 

11.00 Guided tour by bus though the rural parts of the community of Trelleborg. Lunch at Smygehuk, 
the southernmost point in Scandinavia. 

15.00 Study visit at Arbetsmarknadsförvaltningen, the local labor market administration. Meeting 
with heads of the administration, Cecilia Lejon and Ola Johnsson, on the subject “Trelleborg took 
care of 4 300 asylum seeking minors in six weeks - how we did it….” 

16.00 Study visit at Gasverket, a local meeting point for youngsters 13-19 years old. Discussions with 
youth and staff.  Short visit at Övre, an open space in the city that that shows the result of equal 
community planning that includes input from both girls and boys when rearranging a public space. 

18.00 Viking evening at Trelleborgen, the partly reconstructed Viking fortress in the centre of 
Trelleborg. Built by Harald Bluetooth in the 980`s. Dinner och Viking battle. 

 Friday May 20th 

9.00 Town hall, Commission meeting continues. What will be the next steps for the commission? 

11.15 Walk to Akka, a social activity center and meeting place for older people. Guided tour by the 
staff, discussions with the elderly, lunch at Akka. 

14.00 (by the latest) Thank you and good-bye! See you next time!
